The German moviemakers and award winners Andreas Dachtler, Michael Enders and Joe Hoffmeister of the CIROCOM group celebrate the première of their spectacular action promotion movie at the Shotshow in Las Vegas. 
Task forces and authorities worldwide appreciate the reliability of the Walther P99. The production group Cirocom filmed an action movie in order to demonstrate professional users that the P99 is convincingly superior to the requested official guidelines.

The film ‚P99 - Special Operations’ premières on 9th February 2006 in Las Vegas. It is pure action when agent Lizard puts the P99 to almost incredible tests. The South German film makers already caused a sensation in 2004 when their action promotion movie ‚Torture Test Xtreme’ won the award for “Best Action” at the New York Film Festival. In spring 2005, it was presented within the short-film corner at the film festival in Cannes. 

The present film more than fulfills the credo of the troika: authenticity, credibility and going their way of the almost unbelievable. A real Cirocom movie without tricks. Highlights: high-speed film sequences in the normal course of action. In addition, one of the most spectacular scenes of all: a weapon is shot out of one person’s hand in reality!

Film plot: special agent Lizard receives the order to test the tactical equipment efficiently and to intervene in a hostage taking in another scenario. The way to the action scene already involves countless challenges. 

Daring and spectacular stunt actions are part of the plot as well as gunshots under water or ice, mud and sand testing scenes. The entire movie was filmed in a unique landscape – the French part of Switzerland – and with unique requisites as well. 

A fighter plane from the Second World War is being used during a diversionary tactic. The only flying Morane worldwide comes into use here. Daniel Koblet who flew for Steven Spielberg in the Indiana Jones movies is at the control lever. By the way: all situations have been taken without a safety net and under authentic circumstances. Shooting was very special in the beautiful scenery of the Lac de l’Hongrin: the only artificial lake with an extensive double arch dam wall.

Cirocom consists of three companies bundling their forces and special capabilities in their common studio in South Germany. Cirocom delivers all from one hand - the actors, stuntmen, equipment and all that is necessary for that kind of movies. 
It is important to be able to rely upon one another also at the limit, to realise the unusual storyboards. This is what makes the difference in the excellent team of Andreas Dachtler, Michael Enders and Joe Hoffmeister.

Some of the scenes are explained in the following more in detail to illustrate the uniqueness of the film. 

Usually, if the storyboard requires that a weapon must be shot out of the actor’s hand, cinematic tricks are used to put this on the screen credibly. However, if you want to demonstrate the precision of a weapon, which means of a high-tech tool, then the weapon is shot out of the hand in reality in the Cirocom studios. The Walther P99, a serial production pistol was fired at a weapon that a Cirocom team member held in his hand. Besides the necessary weapon performance, the professionality of the gunman and the enormous mutual trust of the actors were indispensable to film this scene without incurring risks. Because only a few millimeters separate the hand from the point of impact. These scenes have been recorded with a high-speed camera to enhance the storyboard.

The main actor lands in front of the company in order to draw attention to the new Walther plant in Ulm. This was even harder as the script did not use a target parachute. In addition, the wind was hard during shooting. With excessive lateral winds and a landing flight that went passing along streets, fences and lampposts, this scene was nevertheless taken at first trial. 

For the tests agent „Lizard“ carries out with a new pistol in weightlessness, a small transportation airplane was chartered. This made it possible to make a shooting in parable flight, creating a short state of zero gravitation – i.e. weightlessness. This up and down was especially strenuous on the stomach of the camera operator who being strapped up had to stick to this scene. 

Compared to these outstanding elements the „normal“ stunts in this film almost fade into the background. However, these often represent the biggest challenge. The enormous speed when rappeling down from a dam wall for example has to be calculated exactly. Just like the impact on the water when falling out of the helicopter. This proved to be another bold action facing approximately 20 metres of falling height and the additional flight movement of the helicopter.

The success story of Cirocom: informative content and action sequences are tailored to the customers needs. An ultimate and clear advertising message is worked out, transporting the customer interest together with breathtaking action. By means of these professional, authentic and real film works, acceptance and therefore confidence into the product being presented grows.

Contrary to mostly rather unspectacular short films, Cirocom films are not only unique and informative, but also entertaining - last but not least, after watching the movie  the owner of a Walther P99 knows that he can rely upon his weapon in every situation– Only the best for the best…
